Preparing yourself, your family or your business

for a disaster reduces the danger and distress

you will encounter.

Basic Emergency Plan

e [dentify a meeting place away from home

¢ [dentify a friend or relative, who lives out of
the area, to contact if family becomes
separated

e Know how to shut off water, gas and
electricity in your home

e  Plan how to help elderly or disabled family
or neighbors

e Ensure that insurance policies are up-to-
date and provide appropriate coverage, have
copies to take with you during an
evacuation

e  Plan for shelter at home, as well as
evacuation

Preparing a Disaster Supply Kit

e Prepare for 3 days .

e Prepare a basic kit for each vehicle |

e Water: one gallon per person per day '

e Food: nonperishable, high-protein foods -
peanut butter, soup, energy bars,

e Infant foods/formula or special diets

e  First Aid Kit, extra medications

e Personal items: identification, birth/
marriage certificates, inventory of
household goods, bank account
information, extra car and house keys

e Flashlight

e Battery operated radio

o  Extra clothes, jackets, gloves, blankets

e Sanitary supplies: personal hygiene,
feminine hygiene, toilet paper, bleach

e Money: cash (ATMs may not work)

Stay or Go

(o - Evacuation
e When directed to evacuate by authorities
e Take “go-kit” or vehicle disaster kit
e Only take essential disaster supplies
e Food, water, infant food, diapers
e First Aid kit, extra medications
* Personal Hygiene items; toilet paper,
feminine hygiene, towelettes
o Identification, legal documents, extra
house and car keys, money (cash)
e Extra clothes, jacket, gloves, hat
o  Flashlight and batteries
*  Go to the designated shelter or the
predesignated meeting place for your family
e Do NOT take other belongings
e Ifpossible, monitor www.gcemergency.com for
further directions and information

Stay - Shelter-in-Place

e Close all doors and windows

e Shut off central heat or air conditioning

e Go to your “safe room”

e The “safe room” is an interior room
with the fewest windows and doors

e Emergency supplies or your disaster kit
should be stored in the “safe room”

e Listen for further directions or Emergency Alert
System messages on local radio or National
Weather Service radio

e If possible, monitor www.gcemergency.com for
further directions and information
